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LOGAN MEMORIAL DAY ORDER.

GENERAL ORDERS, | HEADQUARTERS GRAND ARMY OF THE REPUBLIC,
No. 11. Washington, D. C., May 5, 1868.

I. The 30th day of May, 1848, i3 designated for the purpose of
strewing with flowers or otherwise decorating the graves of comrades
who died in defense of their country durinﬁ the late rebellion, and
whose bodies now lie in almost every city, village, and hamlet church-
yard in the land. In this observance no form or ceremony is pre-
scribed, but posts and comrades will in their own way arrange such
fitting services and testimonials of respect as circumstances may
permit,

We are organized, comrades, as our regulations tell us, for ihe

urpose, among other things, “of preserving and strengthening those

ind and fraternal feelings which have bound together the soldiers, {
sailors, and marines, who united to suppress the late rebellion.” What ¢ '
can aid more to assure this result than by cherishing tenderly the
memory of our heroic dead, whe made their breasts a barricade be-
tween our country and its foes? Their soldier lives were the reveille
of freedom to a race in chains and their deaths a tattoo of rebellious
tyranny in arms. We should guard their graves with sacred vigilance.
All that the consecrated wealth and taste of the Nation can add to
their adornment and security is but a fitting tribute to the memory of
her slain defenders. Let no wanton foot tread rudely on such hallowed
grounds. Let pleasant paths invite the coming and going of reverent
visitors and fond mourners. Let no vandalism of avarice or neglect,
no ravages of time, testify to the present or to the coming generations
that }\;ie have forgotten as a people the cost of a free and undivided
Republic.

If other eyes grow dull and other hands slack, and other hearts
cold in the solemn trust, ours shall keep it well as long as the light
and warmth of life remain in us.

Let us, then, at the time appointed, gather around their =acred
remains and garland the passionless mounds above them with choicest
flowers of springtime; let us raise above them the dear old flag they
saved from dishonor; let us in this solemn presence renew our pledges
to aid and assist those whom they have left among us a sacred charge
upon the Nation's gratitude—the soldier’s and sailor's widow and
orphan.

II. It is the purpose of the Commander-in-Chief to inaugurate
thiz observance with the hope that it will be kept up from year to
year, while a survivor of the war remains to honor the memory of
his departed comrades. He earnestly desires the public press to call
attention to this order, and lend its friendly aid in bringing it to the
notice of comrades in all parts of the country in time for simultaneous
compliance therewith.

III. Department commanders will use every effort to make this
order effective.

Thirty-five years apo the Commander-in-chief by General Ovders set
apart the thirtieth day of May “For the purpose of strewing with flowers,
and otherwise decorating the graves of comrades who died in defense of
their country during the late rebellion,'" and annually since this beauti-
ful ceremony has been repeated by virtue of orders from National head-
quarters.

In obedience to National General Orders No. 7, the department Com-
mander calls the attention of the Posts to the anniversary of *“MEMORIAL
Day’ and directs that sunitable provisions be made by each to properly
observe the 30th day of May, 1903, with the usunal ceremony of strewing
their deceased comrades’ graves with the first flowers of spring and plac-
ing above them the flag for which they fought and died.

Other nations pay tribute to their honored soldiery by granting
triumphal entries in their capital cities, the erecting of victorious arches
and everlasting monuments to perpetuate their memory and deeds of
valor. It has been left to the American soldier to build a more lasting
and sacred monument,—*“MEMORIAL Davy.’’ Well has one of Michigan’s
noble sons said in commemoration of the day, ‘‘Better by far that this
country have no granite shafts than to forget this sacred day. It is a
living, breathing patriotism, revived every year. Itis a monument re-
built annually in the hearts of the people. It is by far the best lesson of
loyalty that could be taught to the youth who are so soon to be the men
and women of the nation.”

S0 may orators chosen to address the people assemble in cities, villages,
and hamlets, under the auspices of the Grand Army of the Republic, com-
mend the spirit and wisdom of the founders of our system of government,
and without stint praise the valor and patriotism of our comrades in
preserving and perpetuating what our forefathers established.

L.et the sacredness of the day be upheld by discouraging all. efforts on
the part of selfish intersets to make it a day of sports and games. The
day is sacred to the memory of our noble dead, let us strive to keep it so.

The proper observance of Memorial Sunday May 24th, is heartily com-
mended and it is hoped that every post in the Department will attend
divine service on that day.

In carrying out the provisions of this order the co-operation of the loyal
women of the Relief Corps, the Sons of Veterans and kindred organiza-
tions is earnestly invited and will be greatly appreciated.

On Sunday, August 28, in the Indiana Ballroom, an impress-
ive memorial service was held. Monday at the Soldiers
Monument, in Monument Circle, a program was given for
the issue. of the G.A.R. commemorative stamp. Tuesday
afternoon the Grand Army of the Republic held open
house in the commander’s parlors to receive visitors with
their greetings. Tuesday evening at the Indiana ballroom
the regular semioffical meeting was held. Gifts were
presented by the heads of the A uxiliary and allied organi-
zations, and a past commander in chief gold badge set with
a diamond was presented to Commander in Chief Theodore
A. Penland.

Wednesday afternoon the final business session was held in
the commander-in-chief parlor in the Claypool Hotel, with
Resolution was made to
give Secretary Gillis authority to act as such secretary in
closing the affairs of the organization. Resolution passed
to turn over to the Library of Congress and the Smithsonian
Institution the property of the Grand Army of the Republic
when the organization comes: to an énd. Wednesday night
the annual parade took place with the six veterans riding in
cars. Following the parade the final campfire took place.
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The following history of Post No. 1, Department of Illinois

History of Nevius Post.

Nevius post, No. 1, Grand Army of
e Roepublle, woad organlzed In 1866.
In April of that your W, D, 15, Andrus,
captain Co. D, 11th lllinols infantry,
corresponded with Surgeon B. F.
Stephenson, founder and commander-
in-chlef of the Grand Army of the Re-

public, at Bpringfield, In regard to or-
ganizing a post In Rockford, which re-
sulted in Gen. Stephen A. Hurlbut
coming to Rockford on June 1, 1866,
and mustering in the nucleus of this
post, with W. D. E. Andrus post cum-
mander. This first meeting took
place In Hon. Wm. Lathrop’s law of-
‘ fice, over 304 West State street.

Of these first members only two are
known to be living, J. G. Manlove and
Evans Blake.

For some reason the charter was

not sent tlll later—bearlng date Oct.
3, 186G.

In tho reorgunization of tho dopnrt-
ment of Illinols Q. A. R, this post,
No. 124, by reason of Its being the
only post in the department that had
maintained a continuous organization
from the beginning, was held to be
the senior post, and was awarded the
honorable rank of Post No. 1, ther<by

the department of Illinois was held in

line as the senior department of the
Grand Army of the Republie,

Post No. 1 is named in honor of G.
L. Nevius, colonel of the 11th Illinols
Infantry, who was killed while lead-
ing his regiment in making a charge

at the memorable slege of Vicksburg,

Miss.,, May 22, 1863,

The first regular place of meeting
was In Grand Army ball, over Hope
& Clow's hardware store, West State
street.

In 1869 the post removed to Con-.

cert hall, South Main street, where it
remained till 1871, when Warner's
hall—]ater known as Stern’s hall—
was secured.

In 1881 it was deemed best to se-
cure smaller and cheaper quarters,
and Horsman’s hall was leased for
one year. At the expiration of the
time it returned lo Stern’s hall (as
the great increase in Interest and
numbers warranted It), where the
post remained until 1890, when com-
modious quarters on South Wyman
street were secured. The post moved
to Memorial hall one year ago.

The greatest harmony has always
existed among its members; an evl-
dence of which is the heretofore un-
precedented fact of the post now
serving under the same commander,
Col. Thomas G. Lawler, who has been
faithful to his trust for nearly 32 con-
secutive Years. 3
